4.5 Environmental Rejection by SCENR

If the clarifications and documents submitted by the
Project Proponent are noi satisfactory, SCENR rejects
Environmental Application of the Project.

In cases where the Project Proponent is aggrieved by the
decision of SCENR, he may appeal o the 3CENR
Secretary Genaral.

SCENR Secretary General will review the appeal and
would make a final decision «egérding the Final
Environmental Approval of the Project.
